Highlights
•	 The Consumer Price Index (CPI), measured by change in cost of Minimum Basket, 

stabilized in most regions of the country with marginal increases of 2-3% in the NorthEast, 

South and Central while remaining constant in the NorthWest over the last one month. 

The stability in the CPI is mainly attributable to the marginal offsetting sorghum price 

effect. 

•	 Prices of locally produced cereals and imported commodities have not shown 

any significant variations in the past seven months. While prices of most imported 

commodities remained stable over the past one month, local cereal prices in main maize 

and sorghum producing areas (Juba and Shabelle) have declined by 1-16%.

•	 As a result of declining sorghum prices, the purchasing power, measured by Terms of Trade 

(ToT) between daily labour wage and cereal, remained relatively stable in most cereal 

producing regions of  the South and Northwest (NW) in the last one month. While ToT 

Labour to Cereal has marginally improved in the South, it is lower in NW compared to 

seven months ago. The highest month on month purchasing power increase is observed 

in the Juba Regions while marginal declines were recorded in Banadir, Central and 

Northeast.

•	 Exchange rates between Somali currencies and USD have remained relatively stable over 

the month of July, though marginal depreciation was observed in parts of the South and 

Northeast. The stability in imported commodity prices is partly attributable to steadiness 

in exchange rate.
